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Report FMPP170A – PAPR EXCEPTION REPORT FOR OPEN SUBPROJECTS

This report displays all projects, sub-projects and phase records that are either on Project Budget Line table and not on Project Appropriation table or vice versa in MARS.  The report is sorted by AGENCY, PROJECT, SUB-PROJECT and PHASE.  The complete list of fields and their corresponding description are listed below:

AGENCY  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.
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Report FMPP170A – PAPR EXCEPTION REPORT FOR OPEN SUBPROJECTS
PROJECT  The project code is used to identify specific Project Authorization codes and may be used for Capital Projects, Grants, and Highway Projects.  In MARS, Grants and Projects are established and termed as “Projects.”  Grants and Projects are distinguished by a PROJECT/GRANT INDICATOR on the Agency Project (AGPR) table.
SUB-PROJECT The SUB-PROJECT code identifies major tasks, subsections, or funding splits for a project.  This code provides the ability to infer background information from the Project/Sub-Project setup.  Valid Project/Subproject/Phase combinations are identified on the Project Budget Line (PRBL) table.

PHASE The Phase code is hierarchical below Project.  The code identifies the phase of operation for a Project.  There may be single or multiple phases to a project.  Phase codes are stored on the Project Phase (PRPH) table.
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Report FMPP170A – PAPR EXCEPTION REPORT FOR OPEN SUBPROJECTS
ERROR MESSAGE  This field contains the error message regarding the project, sub-project and phase.  Possible error messages are ‘PROJECT ON PAPR TABLE, NOT ON PRBL TABLE’  or  ‘PROJECT ON PRBL TABLE, NOT ON PAPR TABLE’.

‘PROJECT ON PAPR TABLE, NOT ON PRBL TABLE’  - These errors are corrected by deleting the entry from the Project Appropriation (PAPR) table or by processing a Project/Grant Master (PJ) document to create the project/subproject/phase.

‘PROJECT ON PRBL TABLE, NOT ON PAPR TABLE’ – These errors are corrected by adding appropriate entries to the Project Appropriation  (PAPR) table or by processing a Project/Grant Master (PJ) document to close the project/ subproject/phase.
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Report FMPG110A – PROJECT/GRANT DAILY REVENUE DETAIL REPORT

This report daily displays all transactions recorded against a project that posted as revenue (account type 31) in MARS.  The report is sorted by AGENCY,  PROJECT,  SUB-PROJECT and PHASE.  The complete list of fields and their corresponding descriptions are listed below:

AGENCY  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.
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Report FMPG110A – PROJECT/GRANT DAILY REVENUE DETAIL REPORT 
PROJECT  The project code is used to identify specific Project Authorization codes and may be used for Capital Projects, Grants, and Highway Projects.  In MARS, Grants and Projects are established and termed as “Projects.”  Grants and Projects are distinguished by a PROJECT/GRANT INDICATOR on the Agency Project (AGPR) table.
SUB-PROJECT  The SUB-PROJECT code identifies major tasks or subsections of a project.  This code provides the ability to infer background information from the Project/Sub-Project setup.  Valid Project/Subproject/phase combinations are on the Project Budget Line Inquiry (PRBL) table.

PHASE  The Phase code is hierarchical below Project.  The code identifies the phase of operation for a Project.  There may be single or multiple phases to a project.  Phase codes are stored on the Project Phase (PRPH) table.
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Report FMPG110A– PROJECT/GRANT DAILY REVENUE DETAIL REPORT
FUND  A fund is a fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts recording cash and other financial resources together with all related liabilities, and residual equities and changes therein, which are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific activities or attaining certain objectives.  Fund codes are centrally maintained on the Fund Table (FUN2) by the Finance and Administration Cabinet.

TRANSACTION ID  This field contains the document number that was entered in MARS.

REVENUE SOURCE  The Revenue Source represents the coding level for recording all revenues in MARS.  They can be designated as operating or non-operating.  Both on-budget and off-budget transfers will be recorded in MARS as revenue but will be excluded from revenues for reporting purposes.  This can be accomplished through the association of a transfer Revenue Group with the Revenue Source codes used on cash transfers.  Valid revenue source codes are maintained on the  Revenue Source (RSR2) table.
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Report FMPG110A– PROJECT/GRANT DAILY REVENUE DETAIL REPORT
REVENUE SOURCE NAME  This field contains the revenue source name which is maintained on the Revenue Source (RSR2) table.

DOLLAR AMOUNT  This field contains the dollar amount of the transaction entered in MARS.

AGENCY TOTAL  This field contains the sum of all dollar amounts grouped by agency.
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Report FMPG111A– PROJECT/GRANT DAILY EXPENDITURE DETAIL REPORT
This report daily displays all transactions recorded against a project that posted as expenditure or an expense (account types 22 or 24) in MARS.  The expenditures shown on this report are pre-split amounts, i.e., before project billing splits them between federal and state shares (participating projects only).  The report is sorted by AGENCY, PROJECT, SUB-PROJECT and PHASE.  The complete list of fields and their corresponding descriptions are listed below:

AGENCY  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.
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Report FMPG111A– PROJECT/GRANT DAILY EXPENDITURE DETAIL REPORT
PROJECT  The project code is used to identify specific Project Authorization codes and may be used for Capital Projects, Grants, and Highway Projects. 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Report FMPG111A– PROJECT/GRANT DAILY EXPENDITURE DETAIL REPORT
FUND  A fund is a fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts recording cash and other financial resources together with all related liabilities, and residual equities and changes therein, which are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific activities or attaining certain objectives.  Fund codes are centrally maintained on the Fund Table (FUN2) by the Finance and Administration Cabinet.

TRANSACTION ID  This field contains the document number that was entered in MARS.

OBJECT Objects represent the coding level for recording all expenditures in MARS.  Objects can be designated as operating or non-operating expenditures; as payroll expenses; or as 1099 reportable.  For an object to be included on a 1099, both the object and the vendor must be designated as 1099 reportable.  In addition, the type of return and the type of income must be identified on the object.  Valid object codes are maintained on the Object Table (OBJ2) 
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
