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Report FMPG111A – PROJECT/GRANT DAILY EXPENDITURE DETAIL REPORT
OBJECT NAME  This field contains the object name which is inferred from the Object Table (OBJ2).

DOLLAR AMOUNT  This field contains the dollar amount of the transaction entered in MARS.

AGENCY TOTAL  This field contains the sum of all dollar amounts grouped by agency.
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Report FMPMEMOA –  REPORT OF DEPLETED FUNDING SOURCES
This report displays all depleted funding sources within an AGENCY and Project/Subproject/Phase in MARS.  Depleted funding sources are agreement amounts as reflected on PFST table that have been fully billed by project billing.  This includes agreements where costs have already been “unbilled” due to “No Eligible Dollars” as well as agreements that will “unbill” any future costs.

Note that there are conditions where costs are “unbilled” for “No Funding Sources”  due to the status of Program/Providers for the Project/Sub-project/Phase on PSUM and PFST.  In these cases, there will not be entries on this report.  

The complete list of fields and their corresponding description are listed below:

AGCY (AGENCY)  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.  
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Report FMPMEMOA –  REPORT OF DEPLETED FUNDING SOURCES

PROJECT DATA  This is the Project, Subproject, and Phase.

TYPE  This field contains the funding type to which the program/project belongs.  Valid values are Federal, State, Bond or Others.

PROGRAM/PROVIDER  An entity which provides partial/full funding for a project.  Valid program/provider codes are maintained on Program Provider (PGPV) table.  Valid Program/Provider codes for the Project/Sub-project/Phase are displayed on PSUM and PFST.

FUND SOURCE  This is a  3 character field identifying the source of funding.  Valid fund source codes are FUNDING SOURCE (PBFS) table.
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Report FMPMEMOC –  REPORT OF NON-FHWA UNBILLED COSTS

This report lists all non-FHWA unbilled cost records produced during the memo billing process in MARS.  Lines shown on this report are of individual expenditures that could not be billed for one of eight (8) reasons described in the REASON CODE field. This report is sorted by AGENCY, PROJECT, SUB-PROJECT and PHASE.  The complete list of fields and their corresponding description are listed below:

Note:  The comparable report for FHWA Federal Billing is FMPMEMOB.

AGCY (AGENCY)  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.  

PROJECT  The project code is used to identify specific Project Authorization codes and may be used for Capital Projects, Grants, and Highway Projects.  In MARS, Grants and Projects are established and termed as “Projects.”  Grants and Projects are distinguished by a PROJECT/GRANT INDICATOR on the Agency Project Inquiry (AGPR) table.
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Report FMPMEMOC –  REPORT OF NON-FHWA UNBILLED COSTS

SUB-PROJECT  The SUB-PROJECT code identifies major tasks or subsections of a project.  This code provides the ability to infer background information from the Project/Sub-Project setup.

PHASE  The Phase code is hierarchical below Project.  The code identifies the phase of operation for a Project.  There may be single or multiple phases to a project.  Phase codes are stored on the Project Phase (PRPH) table.

ACTIVITY  Activity (ACT2) defines valid codes for activities and can also be used to group similar activities into higher level classifications. An activity is an internal program that you want to define for budgeting and/or reporting purposes.  Activity is one of the two coding elements (Object being the other) that determine if a transaction is “ELIGIBLE” to be billed to an external provider of funds.

The activity code is the starting point for a classification hierarchy that puts similar activity codes together in progressively larger groups. Similar activities make an activity class, similar activity classes make an activity category, etc.

Eligibility values for activity codes can be set on either ACT2 or Activity Exception (ACEX).
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Report FMPMEMOC –  REPORT OF NON-FHWA UNBILLED COSTS
OBJECT  Objects represent the coding level for recording all expenditures in MARS.  Objects can be designated as operating or non-operating expenditures; as payroll expenses; or as 1099 reportable.  Valid object codes are maintained on the Object Table (OBJ2).  Object is one of the two coding elements (activity being the other) that determine if a transaction is “eligible” to be billed to an external provider of funds.

Eligibility values for object codes can be set on either OBJ2 (by Central Finance) or Object Exception (OBEX).

REASON CODE  This field contains the reason code description for each of the records that were unbilled:

INVALID OBJECT AND ACTIVITY – Both the Object Code and the Activity code for the the cost are set up as “ineligible.”  Check to see that the correct codes were used.  If eligibility values need to be changed, they can be set in OBJ2 (by Central Finance) ACT2, OBEX, ACEX, or Transaction Exception (TREX).
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Report FMPMEMOC –  REPORT OF NON-FHWA UNBILLED COSTS

INVALID ACTIVITY – The Activity code for the cost is set up as “ineligible.”  Check to see that the correct code was used.  If the eligibility value needs to be changed, it can be set on ACT2, ACEX, or TREX.

INVALID OBJECT – The Object code for the cost is set up as “ineligible.”  Check to see that the correct code was used.  If the eligibility value needs to be changed, it can be set on OBJ2 (by Central Finance), OBEX, or TREX.

NO REMAINING DOLLARS – All funding sources for the Project/Sub-project/Phase have been depleted (as shown on FMPMEMOA).  Expenditures must be made or funding for the Project/Sub-project/Phase must be increased.

NO FUND SOURCES – There are no active program/providers for the Project/Sub-project/Phase on PFST or PSUM.  This happens for one of two reasons:  (1) Funding has not yet been established for the Project/Sub-project/Phase by processing a PZ document, or (2) the budget line for the Project/Sub-project/Phase was increased by processing a PJ document, but no corresponding PZ document was processed to define the funding for this increased budget.
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Report FMPMEMOC –  REPORT OF NON-FHWA UNBILLED COSTS

NO ELIGIBLE DOLLARS – The cost is eligible for reimbursement, but the only funding remaining for the Project/Sub-project/Phase is for ineligible costs, as shown on PSUM and PFST.  Expenditures must be moved or funding for the Project/Sub-project/Phase must be increased.

NO REMAINING BUDGET – The funding for the Project/Sub-project/Phase is set up using priorities, but there are no Program/Provider combinations for any priority with sufficient funding left to cover the cost, as shown on PSUM and PFST.  Expenditures must be moved or funding must be increased.

RUN-DATE LESS THAN AGREEMENT-DATE – The Agreement Date for the Project/Sub-project/Phase has not yet passed (as shown on PRBL), and costs cannot be billed before that date.  The Agreement Date is set by processing a PJ document.

DOLLAR AMOUNT  This field contains the dollar amount of the record that was unbilled.

PROJECT TOTAL  This field contains the total dollar amount grouped by agency, project, sub-project, phase, activity and object.
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Report FMPMEMOG –  Federal Billing Report

This report lists all eligible charges included in the current third party billing for Federal (non-FHWA) agencies.  This is produced during the memo and final billing process in MARS.  This is derived from eligible expenditures posted during the billing cycle.  The report shows Federal post-split amounts.  This report is sorted by OBJECT and ACTIVITY codes within provider and project.  

Note:  The comparable report for FHWA federal billing is FMPMEMOJ.

The complete list of fields and their corresponding description are listed below:

AGCY (AGENCY)  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.  Agency can also be used to restrict security to records on tables and is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish parameters for document processing.  The Agency data element can also be used to provide for unique document numbering using the automatic document numbering functionality.  The Agency number is a required field to be coded on most documents.
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Report FMPMEMOG –  Federal Billing Report (Continued)

PROJECT  The project code is used to identify specific Project Authorization codes and may be used for Capital Projects, Grants, and Highway Projects.  In MARS, Grants and Projects are established and termed as “Projects.”  Grants and Projects are distinguished by a PROJECT/GRANT INDICATOR on the Agency Project Inquiry (AGPR) table.
SUB-PROJECT  The SUB-PROJECT code identifies major tasks or subsections of a project.  This code provides the ability to infer background information from the Project/Sub-Project setup.

PHASE  The Phase code is hierarchical below Project.  The code identifies the phase of operation for a Project.  There may be single or multiple phases to a project.  Phase codes are stored on the Project Phase (PRPH) table.
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Report FMPMEMOG –  Detail Federal Billing Report

FED ROUTE  This field will always be blank.  On FMPMEMOJ, this will be the first part of the FHWA Federal Project Number.

FED SECTION  This field will always be blank. On FMPMEMOJ, this will be the second part of the FHWA Federal Project Number.

FED SEQUENCE  This field will always be blank. On FMPMEMOJ, this will be the third part of the FHWA Federal Project Number.

PROVIDER-CODE  This is the provider of funding.  Valid Program/Providers for the Project/Sub-project/Phase are on PFST and PSUM.

PROVIDER NAME  This field contains the provider name associated with the provider code.  This information is inferred from Provider (PROV) table.
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Report FMPMEMOG –  Federal Billing Report

OBJECT  Objects represent the coding level for recording all expenditures in MARS.  Objects can be designated as operating or non-operating expenditures; as payroll expenses; or as 1099 reportable.  Valid object codes are maintained on the Object Table (OBJ2).  Object is one of the two coding elements (activity being the other) that determine if a transaction is “eligible” to be billed to an external provider of funds.

OBJECT NAME  This field contains the object name of the specified object code.  This information is inferred from Object Table (OBJ2).

ACTIVITY  Activity (ACT2) defines valid codes for activities and can also be used to group similar activities into higher level classifications. An activity is an internal program that you want to define for budgeting and/or reporting purposes.  Activity is one of the two coding elements (Object being the other) that determine if a transaction is “ELIGIBLE” to be billed to an external provider of funds.
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Report FMPMEMOG–Detail Federal Billing Report
ACTIVITY NAME  This field contains the activity name of the specified activity code.  This information is inferred from ACTIVITY TABLE (ACT2).

DOLLAR AMOUNT  This field contains federal share of each expenditure record (post-split amount).

PROVIDER TOTAL  This field contains the total amount that will be  billed to a specific provider.

AGCY/PROJ/SUB-P/PHASE TOTAL  This field contains the total amount grouped by AGENCY, PROJECT, SUB-PROJECT, PHASE, FED ROUTE, FED SECTION and FED SEQUENCE.
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
