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Report FMPMEMOH –  Third Party Billing Report
This report lists all eligible charges included in the current third party billing to non-federal (or “Other”) providers of funding.  This report is derived from expenditures posted during the billing period.  The report shows the post-split “Other” amounts.  This is produced during the memo billing process in MARS.  This report is sorted by OBJECT and ACTIVITY codes within provider and project.  The complete list of fields and their corresponding description are listed below:

AGCY (AGENCY)  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.  Agency can also be used to restrict security to records on tables and is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish parameters for document processing.  The Agency data element can also be used to provide for unique document numbering using the automatic document numbering functionality.  The Agency number is a required field to be coded on most documents.

PROJECT  The project code is used to identify specific Project Authorization codes and may be used for Capital Projects, Grants, and Highway Projects.  In MARS, Grants and Projects are established and termed as “Projects.”  Grants and Projects are distinguished by a PROJECT/GRANT INDICATOR on the Agency Project Inquiry (AGPR) table.
SUB-PROJECT  The SUB-PROJECT code identifies major tasks or subsections of a project.  This code provides the ability to infer background information from the Project/Sub-Project setup.

PHASE  The Phase code is hierarchical below Project.  The code identifies the phase of operation for a Project.  There may be single or multiple phases to a project.  Phase codes are stored on the Project Phase (PRPH) table.

FED ROUTE  This field will always be blank.

FED SECTION  This field will always be blank.

FED SEQUENCE  This field will always be blank.

PROVIDER-CODE This is the provider of funding.  Valid Program/Providers for the Project/Sub-project/Phase are on PFST and PSUM.

PROVIDER NAME  This field contains the provider name associated with the provider code.  This information is inferred from Provider (PROV) table.

OBJECT  Objects represent the coding level for recording all expenditures in MARS.  Objects can be designated as operating or non-operating expenditures; as payroll expenses; or as 1099 reportable.  Valid object codes are maintained on the Object Table (OBJ2).  Object is one of the two coding elements (activity being the other) that determine if a transaction is “eligible” to be billed to an external provider of funds.

OBJECT NAME  This field contains the object name of the specified object code.  This information is inferred from Object Table (OBJ2).

ACTIVITY  Activity (ACT2) defines valid codes for activities and can also be used to group similar activities into higher level classifications. An activity is an internal program that you want to define for budgeting and/or reporting purposes. Activities can cut across agency and fund boundaries. For example, more than one agency can spend money for the same activity, and more than one fund can supply money for the same activity.  Activity is one of the coding elements (Object being the other that determine if a transaction is “ELIGIBLE” to be billed to an external provider of funds.

ACTIVITY NAME  This field contains the activity name of the specified activity code.  This information is inferred from Activity Table (ACT2).

DOLLAR AMOUNT  This field contains the post-split “Other” dollar amount for each expenditure record.

PROVIDER TOTAL  This field contains the total amount that will be billed to a specific provider.

AGCY/PROJ/SUB-P/PHASE TOTAL  This field contains the total amount grouped by AGENCY, PROJECT, SUB-PROJECT, PHASE, FED ROUTE, FED SECTION and FED SEQUENCE.
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Report FMPMEMOI –  Fund Transfer Report
The fund transfer report shows a detailed listing of the post-split “State” or “Bond” amount of eligible expenditures that will be transferred to a state fund from the fund in which the cost was initially incurred.  It creates a Journal Voucher to transfer these costs to the applicable state fund.  The report shows the fund from which expenditures will be transferred as the ‘to fund’.  Because cash in the “to fund” will be reimbursed, the fund shown on the detailed lines is the fund to which expenditures will be transferred.  If these two funds are the same, the report will display ‘**NO TRSFR” on the line.  The complete list of fields and their corresponding description are listed below:

TO FUND  This field relates to the fund the monies will be transfered to.  A fund is a fiscal and accounting entity with a self-balancing set of accounts recording cash and other financial resources together with all related liabilities, and residual equities and changes therein, which are segregated for the purpose of carrying on specific activities or attaining certain objectives.  Fund codes are centrally maintained on the Fund Table (FUN2) by the Finance and Administration Cabinet.

AGCY (AGENCY)  All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table. FEDERAL ROUTE  This field will always be blank.

SECTION  This field will always be blank.

SEQUENTIAL  This field will always be blank.

FY (FISCAL YEAR)  The FSYR table defines which accounting and budget fiscal years are valid within MARS.

FUND  This field relates to the fund where the expenditures will be transferred to.

TYPE  This field contains the funding type to which the program/project belongs.  Valid values are Federal, State, Bond or Others.

This report shows any inconsistencies in the setup of Drawdown Groups.  Any errors appearing on this report must be corrected prior to the FINALBILL run. The complete list of fields and their corresponding description are listed below:

AGCY (AGENCY) All agencies that record information in the financial system will be recorded in MARS on the Agency (AGC2) table.  Agency is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish the highest level of budgetary control for appropriation programs and allotment programs.  Agency can also be used to restrict security to records on tables and is used in combination with the Fund data element to establish parameters for document processing.  The Agency data element can also be used to provide for unique document numbering using the automatic document numbering functionality.  The Agency number is a required field to be coded on most documents.
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Report FMPMEMOK –  Project Billing Setup Assurance Program
PROJ/SUB/P  Project/Subproject/Phase

TYPE  This field contains the funding type to which the program/project belongs.  Valid values are Federal, State, Bond or Others.

PROG/PROV (PROGRAM/PROVIDER) An entity which provides partial/full funding for a project.  Valid program/provider codes are maintained on Program Provider (PGPV) table. Valid program/provider codes for the Project/Sub-project/Phase are found on the PFST and PSUM tables.

DG (DRAWDOWN GROUP)  This field shows the Drawdown Group assigned tho the project as reflected on AGPR.  Drawdown Group is used to combine draw requests, as reflected on generated Receivables (RE) documents, when they will be reflected in a single bank deposit.  For example, several projects/grants may be separately reportable.  However, they all are reimbursed at the same time with a single EFT transfer or check from the external funding provider.  Valid drawdown group can be found on PBGR.
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Report FMPMEMOK –  Project Billing Setup Assurance Program
ERROR  This report will display the following error messages:

AGPR DRAWDOWN GROUP NOT ON PBGR – This error occurs when a drawdown group has been specified on Agency Project Inquiry (AGPR) that does not appear in the Project Billing Drawdown Group (PBGR) table.  Add the Drawdown Group to PBGR, or process a PJ document to move the project the correct drawdown group.

AGPR RESPONSIBLE AGECY <> PBGR – This error occurs when the responsible agency showing on the Agency Project Inquiry (AGPR) is different from the responsible agency showing on the Project Billing Drawdown Group (PBGR) for the drawdown group code showing on AGPR.  Correct the agency for the drawdown group on PBGR, or process a PJ document to correct the responsible agency for the project.
