CMRS BOARD MEETING MINUTES

April 11, 2006

I. Welcome: Chairman Richard Guittar called the meeting to order at 1pm and welcomed everyone to the meeting.
II. Approval of Minutes: Richard commented that January 17th meeting minutes were too in-depth and suggested that future minutes only highlight main points and those issues voted upon.  Dee Hopper noted that an error in the January 17th minutes stated that her center was testing the tandem to tandem transfer when in reality it was Bellsouth testing the tandem to tandem transfer.  Rob South motioned to accept the January 17th minutes as amended, Richard seconded and all members were in favor of the motion.
Regarding the minutes for the January 24th special called meeting, Richard requested the insertion of “prepaid” in front of the word revenue on the second page of the minutes and in the second paragraph of that page.  The minutes should correctly read, “giving them the option to pay a percentage of prepaid revenue rather than pay per customer.”  Rob requested that the paragraph discussing the refusal of carriers to pay be deleted.  Rob also requested changing the 4th paragraph from the bottom on page 3.  Instead of “to not include,” Rob requested  “to delete the phrase,” making the new phrase read, “to redraft the legislative language to delete the phrase ‘Tier III carriers only.” Rob motioned to accept the January 24th meeting minutes as amended, Dee seconded and all were in favor of the motion.
III. Administrator’s Report:  Ken Mitchell discussed the status of HB656 and it’s Senate Committee substitute.  

Ken reported that HB380 passed both House and Senate and was only waiting on a signature from the Governor.  The bill would withdraw $351,400 out of the CMRS administrative fund, however, it does approve a GIS position for the office as well as $25,000 per year for GIS equipment.  
Ken also reported on the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security Local Government Conference he attended the previous week in Lexington.  Ken presented two informative sessions about the CMRS Board.  

Ken stated that the office had not heard anything back from Virgin Mobile regarding the letter that was sent in response to Virgin’s request for a refund.

Ken reported that the audit contract had been extended to the end of the fiscal year.  Richard asked why we lost so much time and also stated that there’s no mechanism to solve any problems discovered by the audit.  Rob suggested putting the topic on next meeting’s agenda.  

Ken also reported no changes in the Bellsouth project.
IV. Financial Report: Jennifer Jackson said the Financial Report was in the meeting packet.  She explained that the gray area in the administrative budget was due to a billing issue with COT that the office was working to resolve.  Jennifer also reported that there was an issue with a carrier requesting a refund for overpayment.  
V.
Education Update: Tandy Simpson talked briefly on her trip to Dallas, Texas to attend the Public Educator’s of Texas meeting.  She also informed the Board of the desire from the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security to be involved with the 911 Education for Children project.  Tandy had performed a pilot in Owensboro with the help of Daviess County 911 Director Paul Nave and has plans to continue the pilot program in Garrard County and Franklin County.  
VI. 
PSAP Committee: In the absence of Committee Chairmen Forest Skaggs, PSAP Committee member Dee Hopper reported the committee met earlier in the day and reviewed updated applications.  Dee motioned to approve the following PSAPs for Phase II certification based on the recommendations of the committee:
Madisonville/Hopkins County Central Dispatch
Butler County

Hancock County E911
Lawrenceburg/ Anderson County 911
Gallatin County Central Dispatch
Whitley County
Pulaski County 911 Center
Henderson Emergency Communications Center
Harrodsburg Police Department
Oldham County Dispatch
Richard seconded the motion and all were in favor.

Dee also explained to the Board that Bracken County has met all Phase I and II certification requirements except for mapping and BGADD had not had a chance to review Bracken County’s submitted update. Dee reported the PSAP Committee wants to conditionally approve Bracken County.  Dee motioned to conditionally approve Bracken County for 60 days from April 11th, 2006 pending a mapping review, Jamey Spears seconded, and all were in favor of the motion.

Rob asked for an update on the issue of map publishing.  Ken reported he talked to general counsel who was sympathetic to the concerns of the PSAPs.  Rob asked if the PSAP Committee could draft a policy for this issue and Richard made the request to the PSAP Committee to do so.
VII.
Cost Recovery Committee: Richard Guittar reported the committee resolved all of the outstanding questions they had with CBW and stated the committee recommends the CBW plan for approval.  Richard motioned to approve the CBW Cost Recovery plan, Rob seconded and all were in favor of the motion.  Richard also mentioned that a Cost Recovery plan has been received from Nextel Partners.
VIII.
Cost Recovery Invoices:  Richard motioned that the Board approve plans from Ntelos, Bluegrass Cellular, and Alltel totaling $507,849.25, Rob seconded and all were in favor of the motion.

Comments From the Floor: There were no comments from the floor.

Adjournment: Richard motioned to adjourn the meeting at 2:55 pm, Dee seconded and all were in favor.  The next meeting will be July 11th, 2006 at 1pm.
