CMRS BOARD MEETING MINUTES

I. Welcome: Chairman Richard Guittar called the meeting to order at 2:40 PM CDT and welcomed everyone to the meeting. 
II. Approval of Minutes: Dee Hopper motioned to accept the July 11, 2006 meeting minutes as submitted, Lt. John Bradley seconded and all were in favor of the motion.
III. Administrator’s Report:  Ken Mitchell reported that he had received several responses from carriers who had received a report from the auditor regarding their audit results.  Ken also reported that he sent out congratulatory letters to Bluegrass Cellular and N-telos for their outstanding audit reports.
Ken introduced Joel Schrader with the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security who told the Board that Governor Fletcher held a press conference in January announcing proposed legislation and his administration’s commitment to improving 911 centers across the Commonwealth.  Mr. Schrader reported that the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security gave approximately $2 million in grants out to 911 centers this year.
Ken reported that HB656 went into effect July 12, 2006 and money has been accruing in the CMRS grant fund since that day.  Ken said the office is looking at a possible November or December date for the first distribution of 911 grants.  
IV. Financial Report: Ken Mitchell congratulated former CMRS Board Financial Officer Jennifer Jackson on her new appointment as the Budget and Finance Director for the Kentucky Office of Homeland Security.
Jennifer Jackson said the Financial Report was in the meeting packet and was through June 30th, 2006.

Jennifer also explained the process on how funds are distributed to PSAPs and said PSAPs should see the full effect of HB 656 beginning in February 2007.  
V. PSAP Committee: Committee Chairman Forest Skaggs was unable to attend the meeting but sent a report via fax to Ken Mitchell.
Ken reported that the PSAP Committee had met two times via conference call since the last CMRS Board meeting.

Robert Kimball & Associates and Mark Grady, Founder and President of INdigital Telecom gave a presentation titled “Next Generation Wireless E9-1-1 in Indiana.”
