CMRS BOARD MEETING MINUTES

Board Members Present: Richard Guittar, Jamey Spears, Lt. John Bradley and Ken Mitchell

I. Welcome: Vice Chairman Lt. John Bradley called the meeting to order at 1:12 pm in absence of Chairmen Richard Guittar who was running late.  Lt. Bradley welcomed everyone to the meeting and instructed Tandy Hubbard to go forward with her Education Report since a quorum was not yet present.  
II. Education Update:  Tandy Hubbard reported to the Board that 2,485 of the 10,000 goody bags originally purchased have already been distributed to second graders thus far.  Tandy also stated that 172 volunteers have completed the program’s “Train the Trainer” and those presenters reside in 56 counties across the State.   Tandy said she hopes to officially alert teachers of the program by the end of the month.  
III. Approval of Minutes: Chairman Richard Guittar arrived and took over the meeting at 1:20 pm where he called for a motion to approve the minutes for September’s Board meeting. Lt. Bradley motioned to approve the minutes as submitted, Richard seconded and all were in favor.  
IV. Administrator’s Report: Ken Mitchell reported that the PSAP committee had not met since the previous meeting.  Ken informed the Board three PSAPs where still awaiting official Phase II certification but are receiving funds currently and 7 PSAPs had submitted or are working towards initial Phase I and II certification.  
Ken motioned for the Board to approve Adair County for “official” Phase II certification.  The only outstanding item needing correction by Adair County was their road centerline mapping submittal and it was submitted and meets the requirements by receiving a score of an “A”.  Lt. Bradley seconded Ken’s motion and all were in favor.  Adair County has now achieved “official” Phase II certification.
Ken presented the CMRS Grant Application submitted to the Board for review via email the day before.  Ken reviewed each page of the packet with the board.  Ken motioned to approve the CMRS Grant Fund document and Jamey seconded.  Chairman Richard Guittar called for discussion on the motion.  Richard expressed his concern in the clarity of the language surrounding the eligibility for reimbursement upon consolidation.  Richard had questions about the reasoning behind the priorities of grant distribution as well the reason for not funding licensing fees. Rory Cunningham from the floor questioned when and how consolidation money would be distributed.  A final vote on the motion found all members to be in favor of accepting the CMRS Grant Fund document. 

Ken also presented to the Board proposed addition and deletions to 202 KAR 6:100 regarding Phase II certification.  Ken explained that many housekeeping issues needed to be changed as a result of the move from COT to KOHS. Also, the Phase II mapping requirements were changed in hopes of better accommodating the PSAPs.  

Ken motioned to approve the mapping regulations, Lt. Bradley seconded and after no discussion the motion was approved by all.

Finally, Ken reported that the register for the vacant Staff Assistant job posted with Personnel ended Saturday and the interview process would begin as soon as possible.  Ken invited Chairman Richard Guittar to sit in on the interviews, however, Richard asked Vice Chairman Lt. John Bradley to fulfill that duty as he was unable to do so. 
V. 
Cost Recovery Committee: Committee Chairman Richard Guittar reported the Committee had not met to approve any new plans.
VI.
Cost Recovery Invoices: Committee Chairman Richard Guittar motioned the Board to approve plans from Cincinnati Bell Wireless, Alltel, Bluegrass Cellular, Ntelos, and Cingular totaling $4,563,906.73.  Jamey Spears seconded Richard’s motion and all were in favor.
VII.
Comments from the Floor: Richard asked Ken Mitchell about the new CMRS Board appointments and Ken said he hoped to hear something as early as this week and was told that Boards and Commissions were scheduled to meet with Governor Fletcher on Wednesday.  

Ken said he hoped to order plaques for past Board members after the new Board appointments are made.


Mark Freeman asked about the balance of the CMRS Provider account and submitted Cost Recovery plans.


The next CMRS Board meeting was scheduled for January 9th, 2006 at 1pm in Frankfort although there is a potential for a special called meeting before the December 15th grant application deadline.
